Attendance
Good attendance at school, from day one, is essential to 
help pupils reach their full potential, both academically 
and socially.

The Government consider good attendance to be above 
96%. This is also our aim.

To help to encourage the children, we award weekly 
class awards and individual stickers to pupils with 100% 
attendance each week. 

Children with attendance below 95% are closely 
monitored by school. If your child’s attendance reaches 
this level, we will be in touch so that we can work with 
you to help to improve it. Below 90% attendance is 
considered Persistent Absence.



Pupil 
Premium

If you are in receipt of certain benefits, the 
school has access to a fund called Pupil 
Premium. This money is used to support 
the children in lots of different ways. It is 
vitally important that school has the 
relevant information.

If you are in the Armed Forces or if your 
child is Looked After or has been adopted 
from care, there is also additional funding 
which is used to support your child in 
school.

Our Uniform
Our uniform is really lovely!

 It is: 

grey trousers or shorts, 
skirts or pinafore dresses,  

girls may wear blue checked 
summer dresses,

blue polo shirt, with or 
without school emblem,

navy blue sweatshirt or 
cardigan with or without 
school emblem, 

St Faith’s uniform can be 
purchased from Uniform 
Direct. There is also second 
chance uniform, where we 
have some good quality 
second hand clothing.  



Book 
bags

Book bags are provided free of charge. 

Any money, reply slips etc should be given to your 
child’s class teacher when the children come into 
the classroom in the morning. They will not be 
checked on days when books are not changed. 

There will be a separate meeting about 
supporting your child with learning to read, in 
September. 



PE Kit

 PE begins after October half term.

 White t shirt with or without school 
emblem and black shorts or joggers. 
Black plimsolls or black trainers for 
outdoor PE in the Spring term.

 In a draw string bag.

 All PE kit and uniform labelled with the 
child's name please.

 No jewellery and hair tied back.



Back packs

No large back packs please, our 
cloak rooms are small.

If children need to bring more than 
their book bag, water bottle and 
possibly a packed lunch, then a draw 
string bag or small ruck sack is 
preferrable. 



What you 
need to 
know…

…about taking holidays in term time.

Taking children out of school in term time 
to go on holiday is no longer allowed and 
will not be authorised, except in 
exceptional circumstances. 

These must be discussed with the Head 
teacher prior to booking. All leave of 
absence must be put in writing, forms can 
be collected from the school office.
